Thank you for your purchase of the SNEED-PACK ZLA-SA semi-automatic label applicator. This guide
will walk you through the initial setup and operation of your new label applicator.

Figure 1 - Remove screws 1 and 2.

Figure 2 — lift the support arm and loosen the set screw.

Figure 3 - Remove the flange and place the labels onto the spool.

Replace the flange and tighten the set screw seen in Figure 2 making sure not to over-
compress the labels.
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5. Use the diagram in (Fig.3) and thread the labels.
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6. Position the sensor between labels. Use the sensor positioning knob seen in Figure 5.

7. Using the + and — keys. Set the pull timer to ensure that the label is completely applied. The timer
will begin once the sensor is triggered.

8. Press “Start” to initiate the label applicator.
